Head coach Margie Foster-Cunningham returns for her 39th year with
the Revolutionares to lead the 2024 squad alongside associate head
coach Stephanie Stoicovy Worrell and volunteer assistant coach Justin
Watson.

George Washington finished the 2023 season ranked 40th nationally with
a National Qualifying Score (NQS) of 195.970 and a 19-17 regular season
record. Six athletes earned All-EAGL honors and two concluded the sea-
son with individual NCAA Regional qualifications.

~ all Whitman (9.8750). Whitman held the top floor score with a 9.950.

The 2024 team consists of three seniors, five juniors, five sophmores and
four freshman. George Washington welcomes newcomers Delaney DeHaan,
Brooke Izzo, Maya Peters and Sophia Tyeryar to the squad. Dehaan is a two-
time Level 10 National Qualifier and has three scores in America’s Top 100.
Izzo is a two-time Nationals Qualifier and finished in third place as National
Beam Champion in 2021. Peters helped earned gold for Team Ontario at the
2023 Canada Winter Games after placing third overall on beam and 14th in
all-around. At the 2022 Canada Winter Games Trials she placed first on floor.
